SPECIAL MEETING

OPENING - Council President Turner called to order the special meeting of the City
Council at 5:30 pm on Tuesday, June 21, 2022, at the Priest River City Hall Council
Chambers, 552 High Street, Priest River, Idaho.

3. PUBLIC HEARING
The City of Priest River received an Idaho Community Development Block Grant
in the amount of $500,000 from the Idaho Department of Commerce.
